Attendance/Late Work/Make-up Work Policies:

According to Temple College policy, each instructor is expected to have an absentee, late work, and make-up policy.  The following policies are designed to encourage the submission of assignments on the dates they are due.  Furthermore, these policies are designed to enhance the learning environment of the class and to encourage students to fulfill the responsibility of being contributing members of a learning community.

Attendance/Assignments Using Connectweb:  First, you must use Connectweb to complete all assignments (except for tests and the research paper).  Hand-submitted copies or e-mailed attachments (unless assigned) for assignments are not accepted.

A work-based method will be utilized to ensure your attendance.  Assignments will be posted and due weekly.  It is necessary to keep everyone on the same general schedule in order to use the collaborative features of Connectweb.  If you are working on the same assignments at about the same time, you will be able to help each other with assignments as you will sometimes be asked to work in groups.  
You must check online three, four, maybe five times a week, get the assignments, complete them, collaborate, get suggestions and messages, and do whatever else is required.  If you do not submit or post your work when it is due, I will address your sporadic participation in the standard manner.  (Please read the Attendance/Late Work/Make-up Policies which follow.)  

According to the 2005-2006 Temple College Student Handbook:

"Be advised that faculty members may elect to drop students from courses when students miss the equivalent of two weeks of class" (12).

If at any time you realize that you can not complete the course, it is your responsibility to drop the course.  The last day to drop the course is Friday, November 17, 2006.  Otherwise, you will receive a failing grade.

Note: I strongly suggest that you do NOT wait to begin homework until the night before assignments are due to be posted as this procrastination usually results in missed deadlines and no credit!  My suggestion is especially important because computer breakdowns are inevitable.  Students who wait until the last minute to begin posting and have computer breakdowns are still responsible for submitting work by the due date and time.  Furthermore, with the collaborative nature of this course, group members will depend on you to do your part before the deadline!

Attendance Policy:

This course requires an extensive amount of reading and writing in preparation for each class period.  Therefore, the attendance policy for this course will be as follows:

1. No distinction is made between “excused” and “unexcused” absences although I appreciate you telling me why you were “absent.” (which means you didn’t post by the due date and time)

2. After 2 absences (two weeks of not posting), 2 points may be deducted from your final average for each absence.

3. You should strongly consider dropping the course after 2 absences (two weeks of not posting, not necessarily two consecutive weeks) because your opportunity for a successful semester will be diminished. 

Late Work/Make-up Policy:

1. You may not make up any weekly homework. (No late work for any assignment in the first 10% of your grade is accepted for credit.) There are no exceptions.

2. If for some reason you miss a Major Test, you will report to the Temple College Testing Center November 27 through December 1.  You are responsible for contacting me and taking the make-up by the given deadline.

3. The research paper must be submitted on the day it is due.  Expect to lose ten points for each class day the paper is turned in late.  See your Course Supplement Packet for further details on the research paper.

Academic Integrity:

Please review the Temple College Academic Integrity Policy in the handbook.  It is my job to ensure that scholastic integrity is maintained in my courses; therefore, please note that no form of cheating or plagiarism is tolerated.  Cheating is sometimes a problem because students think that since this is an Internet course it is acceptable to share answers and/or complete each other's homework.  Often, siblings, spouses, and best friends take this class together.  It is NOT acceptable to do another person's assignment, whether a weekly assignment or a research paper.  I will ask you to work in small discussion groups, and while I encourage you to collaborate on discussion of stories and poems, your answers should not be verbatim.  Do not assume that I am not reading your homework; some students have made that mistake in the past.

Scholastic Dishonesty, cheating of any kind, may result in any of the following:

1-a failing grade on the assignment;

2-a failing grade in the course;

3-removal of the student from the course; 

4-removal of the student from the institution.

Tests:

All tests must be taken at the Temple College Testing Center!  

Temple College Testing Center personnel will administer Major Tests at the Temple College Testing Center. You will usually be given a 2 – 3 day window for taking a Major Test.  Mrs. Anna Machalek is the Testing Center Coordinator and can be reached at 298-8586.  The hours for the center are:

Monday and Wednesday – 8:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. (no test handed out    

after 5:00 p.m.)

Tuesday and Thursday -- 8:00 a.m. to 7:00 p.m. (no test handed out after 6:00 p.m.)

Friday—8:00 a.m. to 12:00 p.m. (no test handed out after 11:00 a.m.)

The Testing Center is open on some Saturdays.  If our test schedule permits, I will include a Saturday morning testing option.

You must present a picture I.D. when you come to take a test.  Children are not allowed to accompany parents while parents are taking tests.

You must write with a pen on all tests.  Expect to lose up to 5 points from each test on which you use pencil!
