CTJS JAZZ SCHOLARSHIP – APPLICATION INFORMATION 
 
 
About Central Texas Jazz Society: 
 
The Central Texas Jazz Society was officially formed in November of 2007. The CTJS vision is to 
provide a unity of purpose for the jazz community and heighten public awareness and 
appreciation for jazz.  
 
With this vision, some fund raising, and a grant from the E. Rhodes and Leona B. Carpenter 
Foundation, CTJS is excited to have the opportunity to provide scholarships for applied jazz 
lessons to students in the Central Texas area. 
 
Available are two $400.00 (full) scholarships and ten $200.00 (half) scholarships. Full 
scholarships will be awarded based on ability and financial need. Half scholarships will be based 
on ability. 
 
We hope you will take this opportunity to participate in both our scholarship program, and the 
Central Texas Jazz Society. Please read over all the following information very carefully to insure 
that applicants fill out and submit materials correctly. 
 
Directors please note: in order for your students to be eligible for a CTJS Jazz Scholarship, you, 
or your institution must be a member of the Central Texas Jazz Society for the upcoming year. 
Attached are applications for joining the Central Texas Jazz Society. CTJS’ membership year 
ends September 30 and begins October 1. 
 
Applicants applying for a scholarship must meet the following criteria:  
 

• Be enrolled in their school band and jazz band (if applicable), at the time of application, 
and must maintain enrollment during the period of lessons. 

 
• Home school students are exempt from the above requirement, but will need to 

demonstrate a strong interest in performing jazz. 
 

• Directors of students must either be a full member of CTJS, or be an institutional member 
of CTJS. 

 
• Applicants must be on grade 7 – 12 during the fall 2009 semester. 

 
Upon receipt of a scholarship, students will need to be prepared for the following:  
 

• Students receiving a full scholarship ($400.00) will be responsible for a $35.00 
processing fee.  
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• Students receiving a half scholarship ($200.00), will be responsible for the other half of 
their lesson fees, ($200.00), plus a $35.00 processing fee.  

 
• Students will receive a total of ten one-hour jazz-based lessons from an instructor chosen 

by the Central Texas Jazz Society. These will begin in September 2009. 
 

• Students will be required to participate in at least one of the CTJS jam sessions. There 
will be a jam session in November of 2009. 

 
• All fees will be handled through the Temple College Academie Musique. Specific 

instructions will be given regarding registration, etc. upon notification of scholarship 
receipt.  

 
Applicants must submit the following to be considered for a scholarship: 
 
A fully completed Jazz Scholarship Form (see attached) 
 
An essay describing the following: 
 

• Your background in jazz. 
 

• Your goals as a musician. 
 

• Any current and past private lessons, including instructor’s names. 
 

• Musical achievements, workshops, or camps attended. 
 

• Any acceptance from colleges or universities. 
 

• The importance of this scholarship to you and how you plan to use it. 
 

• If applying for a full scholarship, please also describe reasons for financial need. 
 
An audio or video recording of your jazz musical performance. 
 
Jazz Scholarship Recommendation Forms (see accompanying form) from the following sources: 
 

• One from your band director. If student is applying for a full scholarship, please describe 
student’s financial need. 

 
• One from a lesson teacher, professional musician, or community leader.
