Flowcharting Exercises

1. Draw a flowchart to read an input record containing two numbers and print out the larger of the two numbers.

2. At Podunk University, a student is enrolled in a course in which the final grade is either a “P” or an “F”.  The grade is determined by adding the scores obtained on three tests: T1, T2, & T3.  If the sum of the test scores is greater than 225, a grade of “P” to be printed, otherwise, an “F” is printed.  Draw a flowchart to read an input record containing three test scores and print an appropriate grade.

3. Draw a flowchart to read a file of records, print a heading at the top of each page, print the data records, but print no more than 60 data lines per page.

4. Read a file of 45 students enrolled in Hohum Art Class.  Draw a flowchart to print the names of the students, and then the number of males and females enrolled in the class.
