Periodicals Section
The Temple College Library subscribes to many journals that have articles relating to the subject of EMS.  The journals are arranged alphabetically by title on the current display shelves.  Older issues are found behind the shelf for the current year.  Older issues beyond what is kept in the display shelves, and some other titles that are not displayed in the shelves are found in the periodicals room.  Titles are arranged alphabetically in boxes, with the year of publication on each box.

Some of the journals have free access; others require UN/PW as given.  Instructions on use are at the top of page.  Column on right informs you of the dates of the back issues available.  Good idea to print page before you begin to click on journal links so you will have the user name and password handy.

Important to remember in use of databases:  capitalization isn’t important, spelling is, also try to use as few words as possible in searching, use only  a few key words that describe your topic.  
Health Reference Center – Academic
Search will show how to browse for articles by starting with a broad subject and then selecting a more specific topic.

Type “emergency medical services” in the search box.

click on the checkbox to the left of “peer-reviewed publications”

Click on search button.

Under the link Emergency Medical Services, click on the subdivisions link
Pick any article and open it by clicking on the blue text link.  
Scroll toward the bottom of the page.  You will see analysis has 80 articles.
Click on the Analysis link. 
This list of articles includes some with full text links, and many without full text.  If you would like to limit the articles to only full text click on the check box to the left of the words full-text.  From 80, the list is now 30.  You can add another search term by using the search box at the left.  Type the word children in that box and click on GO.  Twelve articles now.
Click on an article to open it.  Scroll to the bottom of the article and you will see a section giving you the Source Citation.

How to Search in a selected group of Journals
Publications

May enter one or more journal titles in the Browse Publications search box.

Type in annals of emergency medicine        browse

click on the check box to the left of the title

highlight the words in the box where you typed in the title and hit backspace and type in another title:

JEMS    browse

click on the box to the left of JEMS 

Highlight the words in the typing box and backspace and type in Prehospital Emergency Care   browse

click on the box to the left of the title, now click on the ADD button.  That moves the titles to the top Find box.
Now, click on SEARCH---over 8,000 articles from those three publications.
all the articles in the DB from the three publications are grouped together for you to search.

Enter the words HEAD INJURIES in the empty search box and click on SEARCH.

61 articles   
The note line of each entry will say “this title is held locally”  but no full text in this database.  You can use this database to find citations and read abstracts,  then go to periodicals section of the library and find the journal, or go to the online journals section of the databases to search for the journal and find the full text online that way.

Notice also the left column in yellow, if you see a subject that you wish to focus on, you can click on one and the articles will be narrowed down to only those having to do with that subject.

DB includes many magazines and journals, some will be more general in nature, but it will have many articles dealing with EMS topics.

Click on ADVANCED SEARCH

Click on the arrow to the right of where it reads Choose a Search Set.

Click on the first one on the drop down list:  Emergency/Critical Care

The reference books selected are highlighted.  Scroll down to see which ones are selected.

Type in the search box “crush syndrome”  click on search.

Click on the link to open up the first article.

Good thing about StatRef is that it has very up to date source books.
