
 

 

 
 

Pharmacy Technician Additional Expenses Outside of Tuition 
 

The following are the student’s responsibilities and are separate of the tuition fees.  Costs 
may vary.  We’ve provided ranges (ie. white shoes may cost less than $20 at Payless shoes, 
while nurses’ shoes at a medical supply store may cost around $60).   
 

It is the student’s responsibility to print their handouts from our website  
- roughly a total of 100 pages: @ 10 cents per page = $10 

At the discretion of the instructor and externship preceptor students may require 
- scrubs and/or a lab coat: $20 – $60 
- white shoes: $20 – $60 

Prior to being placed in some externship settings students may be asked to undergo 
- drug testing: $45 
- background check: $41 

Students are required to submit the following pre-requisites prior to the start of the 
externship 

- proof of computer proficiency: $0 – ? 
Some suggestions for obtaining proof of computer literacy are: 

Ask employer for a letter stating you have basic computer operations skills (free) 
Consult an adult school to enroll in a course or provide letter verifying skills 
Employment and temporary agencies may test you and provide a statement

- proof of CPR for healthcare provider: $40 – $80 
- physical exam: $0 – $100 
- tuberculosis screening: $0 – $100 

Students can use their existing medical coverage to obtain these.  Any physical and/or TB 
screening completed in the last year will qualify. Registration with the State Board of Pharmacy  
 

- application fee: $50-$100  (Consult your local State Board of Pharmacy) 
- a 2” x 2” photo: $0 - $15 
- Live Scan: $40 - $80
